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SWIMMING CARNIVAL 2021
The annual School Swimming Carnival will be held on Wednesday the 10th February, 2021. The carnival will be held at the Speers Point Swim Centre. Students have one of two options, either travel by bus from school at no additional cost or be directly dropped off to the pool on the morning of the carnival.
Buses for the carnival will depart school at 8:45 a.m. and return by 3:00 p.m.

Please note: Students who are wishing to leave from the pool must bring a note to Mr Calder before the day of the carnival. Students will not be permitted to call parents on the day to be granted permission to leave the pool. Any student wishing to stay at the pool must leave and re-enter the venue at the completion of the carnival. 
Roll call will be held at the pool at 9:10 a.m., with a second roll call held at the end of the day. Students are not permitted to leave the pool until the conclusion of the carnival at 2:45 p.m. 
Pool entry cost is $4.00 to be made at the entry gate with supervising teacher. Parents and spectators will incur a $2.50 fee direct to Speers Point Swim Centre entry. Payment is made on the day.

Students are encouraged to wear their house colours or alternatively full sports uniform (no face paint or crepe paper), bring swimmers, sunscreen and a towel and get involved! Canteen facilities will be operating on the day.

Students are not permitted to bring crepe paper, paint, balls or silly string.

Please note the school takes no responsibility for any personal equipment at sport or carnival venues.

ALL STUDENTS ARE EXPECTED TO ATTEND. A RECORD WILL BE KEPT FOR REPORTS.

A variety of events will be provided to cater for all students with an emphasis on participation and enjoyment of the day. Whilst championship events will be held, students will be encouraged to participate to achieve points for their house in novelty events. No "free swim" period will be allowed.

Individual championship events will be contested in each age division. Students will compete in the division of the age they turn this year. There will be no finals - places will be given based on times recorded in heats.
